We began a pilot phase of a project we hope we can grow with the availability of funds. We

have two persons benefiting from this project at the moment, a market woman and one former
child soldier. The market woman was given the sum of one hundred dollars that she would begin
paying back after about three months. We are actually working with the former child soldier to
get a business started that would help sustain him and get him back into school. As we reach out
into the community we realize that the microfinance project is a helpful means of getting many of
our needy people seémployed, considering that over 65% of our people are still unemployed

and are in great financial difficulty.
